with a Purpose
As a Volunteer Language Assistant, your goal is to inspire 
students to speak your native language confidently and 
fluently. You will collaborate closely with teachers to create 
a dynamic, supportive classroom where students feel 
motivated to participate and grow.

You will teach English, French, or German for 20 hours a 
week in private and charter schools all over Spain.

Our volunteer placements run for approximately 3 months. 
When applying to be a Volunteer Language Assistant, you 
will be able to choose which term to participate in.

During this time, you will have the chance to live with a 
Spanish Host Family, receive pre-departure assistance 
and in-country guidance from our team, and medical 
insurance.

Your tasks may include: 

•	 Organizing independent group conversation lessons 
with 3 students at a time.

•	 Leading the whole class alongside the main teacher. 

•	 Engaging in conversation practice with other teachers. 

•	 Supporting students in their preparation for 
standardized language tests.

Our One-Term Volunteer Program offers a 
short-term yet impactful experience in Spain. 
Participants assist in schools, gain transferable 
skills, and enjoy an authentic cultural exchange, 
all within a structured program.

•	 Be a native English, French, or German 
speaker. 

•	 Hold at least a high school diploma, if you 
are up to 22 years old.

•	 Hold a +3 year degree in any subject or 
be enrolled in the 3rd or 4th year of your 
degree,  if you are up to 26 years old.

•	 Hold a +3 year degree in any subject, if 
you are above 26 years old.

•	 Have a clean criminal record. This ensures 
the safety of the minors you’ll work with.

•	 Stand out in our selection process. Only 1 
out of 3 applicants is selected.

•	 Hold a valid passport from a country that 
is exempt from obtaining a visa under 
the 90-day rule (e.g. Australia, Canada, 
France, Germany, Ireland, New Zealand, the 
United Kingdom, the United States, etc.)
